MISS NABA 2010 

CONTESTANT INFORMATION
Being Miss NABA is a great honor, a great responsibility, and a great experience.  We are happy to extend to you this information, which will answer your questions regarding the upcoming MS. NABA Pageant.

The Miss NABA Pageant will be held Friday, September 3, 2010, 8:00 p.m. at the Crown Plaza Ballroom.

I. GUIDELINES & REQUIREMENTS

1. Each contestant is expected to attend and be on time for all rehearsals and events-competition during the pageant.  

Call time for briefing and rehearsals is at 12:30 pm Friday September 3rd 2010 at the Crown Plaza. Attendance is mandatory. Since the event will be covered on live television, we want to make sure that the contestants are familiar with the program sequence and stage blocking  in advance.

2. A candidate will only be allowed one (1) assistant during pageant hair and make-up preparations. The assistant will be required to carry an identifying badge at all times.

3. A candidate must be accompanied by a male escort dressed in your team’s official basketball jersey during the Sportswear Parade. Each contestant will participate in an individual 10- 15 second introduction of herself during the parade.

4. Each candidate is responsible for her own competition wardrobe. She will need (1) sportswear outfit and (1) long evening gown. A formal gown (no cocktail dress, no formal pants, no exceptions) should be worn for the Long Gown competition. 

5. The MS. NABA Pageant Committee encourages you to be reasonable in the expenditures for your wardrobe.  

6. All schedules will be strictly adhered to. 
II. SCORING PROCEDURE

1. The MS. NABA Pageant is divided into two phases of Competition.

2. The First Phase includes: Beauty, Sportswear, Long Gown and Audience Impact   

Each contestant is scored individually. Scoring point values vary based on the total weight of each competitive area, which is as follows:
· Beauty = 1 - 30 points
· Long Gown = 1 - 20 points
· Sportswear = 1 - 15 points
· Audience Impact = 1 - 10 points
3. Total scores will be tabulated to determine the placement of each candidate in the First Phase of competition.

4. In the event of a tie, the higher score in the following individual competitive events will determine the placement results. The higher score will prevail in the following order: Beauty, Long Gown, Sportswear and Audience Impact.
4. The Second Phase includes the Question & Answer Competition. Only the Top 5 finalists will compete in this round. After the Long Gown competition, the finalists stay in their gowns for the onstage question and answer. Each finalist will be alone onstage and reply to a question asked by the judge she picks at random. Questions will be devised by the Panel of Judges prior to the program.

Scoring point values in the Question & Answer = 1 - 25 points. This will be added to the First Phase total score to determine the winners. 
5. All scoring point values are per competitive area, with a maximum potential total score for any delegate being 100 points total per judge. 
III. AREAS OF COMPETITION

Beauty, Personality and Poise – Every candidate will be judged on facial beauty, confidence and natural charm. She must carry herself with dignity, poise and sophistication. She should be able to express herself with clarity and diplomacy and exude a friendly inviting personality. 30%
Question and Answer- Each candidate must have good conversational ability. Judging will be based on Quality of Response and not correctness. Does the contestant’s answer make sense? Is it well thought out? Does it show good common sense? The body of the interview will be a combination of questions ranging from personal development as well as current events. 25%

long Gown  - Judging will be based upon modeling ability, personality, grooming and poise. Evening gown MUST be floor length!  Sophistication counts. The outfit chosen should be in good taste and not too provocative or tight. Judges will be evaluating the evening gown and how well it suits the contestant (e.g., fit, color, style). Judges will be looking for versatility and imagination and a contestant’s ability to carry out a "total look". 20%

Sportswear- Candidates should pick outfits that reflect fashionable and tasteful sports clothing.  Judges will be paying particular attention to candidate's ability to use colors to enhance her natural coloring, appearance and eye appeal. 15%
Audience Impact- How well the contestant is able to captivate the audience with her stage presence. 10%

IV. Judges' Panel

1. The judge’s panel will be compromised of at least seven qualified judges.  They will be eminent, respected members of the community. 

2. The JSAG organization reserves the right to appoint all such judges. The decision of the judges once tabulated IS FINAL. 

3. Judges’ names will not be released to candidates prior to the start of the pageant.

4. Judges are educated and informed of the MS. NABA 2010 judging procedures and expectations in advance.

JSAG and NABA 2010 BEAR NO RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE DECISIONS OF THE JUDGES.

V. Morality Conduct Code Agreement:

Every Contestant of Miss NABA 2010 should be a person of good moral character and will continue to be a person of good moral character. She warrants that she has not committed and will not commit any act inconsistent with the highest standards of public morals and convictions.  She has not been a part of any endeavor that will reflect unfavorable on the pageant, its representatives or sponsors. The pageant will exercise its right to terminate our agreement, if any of the above restrictions have been violated.

The contestants hereby releases NABA 2010 and JSAG -The Jersey Shore Athletic Group, its officers, directors, employees or anyone connected to the pageant the use of photographs or other likenesses, biographical material, voice, videotapes and recordings of said contestant. Said material may be used, reproduced, exhibited, telecast, and published in the manner as NABA 2010 and  JSAG –The Jersey Shore Athletic Group deem advisable.

Contestants hereby release NABA 2010 and the JSAG –The Jersey Shore Athletic Group its officers, directors, employees or anyone connected to the pageant, from any claims, demands, causes of action, expenses and cost for any injuries or demands sustained by contestants as a result of, or during participation in the Pageant, appearances and activities contemplated herein, including but not limited to traveling to and from the contest and personal appearance sites.

Each contestant is expected to exhibit good sportsmanship at ALL times before, during and after the pageant.  Each contestant will conduct herself in a respectful, professional and courteous manner before, during and after the pageant. Contestants WILL NOT publicly slander or libel in any form, verbal or written, any other Miss NABA 2010  Pageant contestant, titleholder, judge, staff member or anyone else connected with the JSAG/NABA 2010 Pageant. 
VI. Conduct Code Agreement

1) I am between the ages of 15-22 yrs.

2) I am of good health and moral character.

3) I agree that I will participate in the Pageant and will abide by all the rules and regulations governing the party. 

4) I further agree to permit my photograph, voice recording and name to be used without charge for publicity and commercial purposes and telecasts of the local pageant.
