Jersey Shore features some of the finest beaches and boardwalks in the country; it is

our prime tourist attraction. We recommend any of the four beaches that are nearby.

For the ladies, two big shopping outlets are within driving distance (Jersey Shore

Outlets & Jackson Premium Outlets) and for the kids, we have the Six Flags Great

Adventure Park in nearby Jackson for a wholesome family experience. For those who

are looking for nightlife, Atlantic City is about a 90 min drive from the hotel along the

shore while the New York City is about 45 mins northbound.

Here are some of our top recommended places to visit during your stay here:

Point Pleasant Beach

Point Pleasant Beach is centrally located and close to many popular attractions. From beautiful
estuaries and preserves, to world class amusement parks, to lively casinos, and historical sites
all within close proximity to New York City and Philadelphia. Adults and children alike will find
something of interest. Jenkinson's Boardwalk, located on Point Pleasant Beach, is a New
Jersey seaside amusement park. It features an aquarium, thrill rides, roller coaster and more.

Directions: Take the Garden State Parkway to Exit 98 for Route 34 south. Follow Route 34
south which will become Route 35 south. Follow Route 35 South over bridge into Point Pleasant
Beach. Make a Left at Arnold Avenue (third light) and follow to end. That brings you to Ocean
Ave. and the main amusement/boardwalk areas.



Seaside Heights

No matter where you stay in Seaside Heights, the Arcades and Amusements are always just

a short distance away. One mile of exhilarating fun makes Seaside H eights the place to be!
With thrilling rides, state ~ -of-the -art arcades and excellent games of chance, there is

something for everyone and you'll never get bored.

Directions: Take the Garden state Parkway (GSP) to Exit 82 East for Rt.37. Take Rt 37 East
approx. 9 miles over the Bridge into Seaside Heights. Follow Signs.

Sandy Hook Beach

For a more pristine Jersey Shore experience minus the fanfare of rides and boardwalks, come
to this spectacular beach and recreation area. The seven-mile stretch of spectacular ocean and
bay beaches are excellent for surf casting, swimming, and relaxing on the sand. Nature lovers
will revel in the 300—plus species of migratory birds, as well as the pristine holly forest. Be
Warned! Parking lots fill up early on weekends in the summer, causing the gates to close. The
Sandy Hook / Highlands area remain a favorite Jersey Shore getaway for tourists as this is
where the Jersey Shore starts and is readily accessible. Come to Sandy Hook to spend the
day enjoying the ocean and basking in the sun, top it off with a wonderful seafood dinner and
cocktails in Highlands!

Directions: From New York and North New Jersey: Garden State Parkway south to Exit 117,
then follow Route 36 east for 12 miles to the park entrance.



Belmar Beach

Belmar currently maintains a full mile of the widest, cleanest beaches along the New Jersey
Coast. All of the community's swimming and surfing beaches are in full operation, and provide a
vast variety of seaside recreational activities.

Directions: Take the Garden State Parkway to Exit 98, Rt. 138 East. Take Rt. 138 East,
following signs for Belmar (River Rd. / Rt. 35 North). Make your first right onto 16th Ave.,
following this road to Ocean Ave. Turn Left or turn right.

Directions: 1 Six Flags Boulevard, Jackson, NJ 08527 - Take NJ Turnpike to exit 7A, 1-195 east
to exit 16A or Garden State Parkway exit 98, 1-195 west to exit 16, then one mile west on Rte.
537 to Six Flags.
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Atlantic City
